The time sequence of changes in the form / content of this text is predicted to be 
both an illustration and an instantiation of the ‘meta-model’ of ‘[ideo-]ontological meta-dynamics’ that this text explores, as well as of the ‘homeomorphic defect’ of 
that ‘meta-model’. We expect that successive editions of this document will document an ‘ideo-onto-dynamasis’ rather than an ‘ideo-onto-stasis’, a ‘meta-evolving 
ideo-ontology’; a ‘multi-meta-ontic, multi-meta-monadic ideo-cumulum’; an expanding, and ever ‘‘‘thickening’’', increasingly ‘inter- ��  intra-connected’, ‘‘‘inter-
acted’’’ network of ‘inter-implicatory’, ‘inter-determinate’, ‘inter-generative’ ideas, elaborated upon a mounting count of ‘metafinite’, ‘meta-fractal’ scales, all 
exemplifying a “non-standard”, ‘contra-Boolean logic’; the ontologically dynamical logic of the dialectical “law” of cognition signified by the ‘ideo-ontological’, 
“pure-qualitative”,

This work is a potential contribution to the collective creative property of the Terran human species: assimilate, disseminate, critique, and surpass at will. The author 
seeks hereby to further neither his monetary riches, nor his public power, nor his personal fame. What he wants, money cannot buy. He hopes, with your help, to build a 
better self, and to help to do his ‘“infinitesimal”’ part in building a better universe [‘“infinitesimal”’ differences can matter, as nonlinear dynamics demonstrates]. More 
monetary wealth will not buy that betterment. More political power cannot impose it. More fame would mainly distract from it. He hopes that you have chosen, or will 
choose, to build a better you. He holds that this choice entails the profoundest consequences for one's life, as well as for the lives of others. He also holds that such 
choices belong to you alone. He wishes to share, with you, the forthcoming conceptual riches. He will rejoice, and he will be compensated, if you teach him in turn, 
help him to correct his errors, and thus advance the common-wealth of all beyond this offering. He also requests your forgiveness in the areas of his many 
shortcomings, some of which, though determined to strive ceaselessly to overcome them, he will never, in a lifetime, overcome. The author, is not publicly accessible, 
but will endeavor to provide private transmittals to you if you indicate publicly, however cryptically -- and he recommends that it be cryptically -- your desire that he 
should do so. He wants not that his existence, let alone his ego, should be an impediment to that great reverberating propagation of new cognitions, and of emerging 
new kinds of cognition, of which this text is, at best, an incomplete, imperfect, transitory, and transitional manifestation.  He therefore happily foregoes personal credit, 
except, of course, to his pseudonym, and, by thus renouncing in advance the [remote] possibility of any notoriety resulting thereby, hopes also to retain more lifetime 
for the continuation of his work.  Dialectical ideography as set forth herein is interpreted variously as -- 
 
(�� ) a dialectical-ideographic language; dialectical mathematics; or mathematics of dialectic, for mathematical «mimesis»/‘memesis’  of the ‘meta-monadic’ 
«aufheben» ‘‘‘ dialectic of Nature’’’  as Totality; 
(�� ) a calculus of ‘qualo-quantitative change’ , encompassing an explicit, ideographical arithmetic for the dimensional unit[ie]s or metrical “ monads”  of classical 
“ dimensional analysis” , and, thereby, ‘semantifying’ the “meaningless” singularities [zero-division-induced, finite-time “infinite” values] of especially the 
“unsolvable” [in part, because of those very singularities] nonlinear integrodifferential equations and their solution-functions, via their metrical ‘ re-qualification’  using 

those new, explicit ‘metrical qualifiers’  of this ‘ dimensional arithmetic’ , concretizing and operationalizing Plato’s «arithmoi monadikoi» & Diophantus’s ; 
(�� )an alternative, onto-logical, contra-Boolean algebra; 
(		 ) an ideographic, ‘onto-dynamical’ “symbolic logic” for the state-space/control-parameter-space, or ‘state/control meta-space’ ‘‘‘ meta-dynamics’’’  of ‘meta-finite’, 
[self-]conversion-singularity ‘ self-bifurcation’ ; 
(�� ) a mathematics for modeling the history of mathematical ideas as well as a [psycho]historical algebra and arithmetic for modeling the ‘‘‘meta-evolution’’’ of the 
sciences generally; an ideography for the [psycho]history of ideas; an ideography of the ‘‘‘meta-dynamical’’’ logic of conceptual self-innovation and self-development; 
a ‘philosophical algebra’/trans-Leibnizian, dialectical «characteristica universalis»; an arithmetic/algebra of innovative conception; of the creative conceptual process; 
(

 ) a rules-system for an ideographical language of qualitative, ontological self-escalation in concretely self-transcending [meta-][super� -]systems; 
(�� ) a generic algorithm for the ‘meta’  operation regress; for a trans-Hegelian, ‘autopoiesic’ version of the «aufheben» operation; and for a “dynamical”, ‘temporalized’, 
diachronic, ‘‘‘meta-evolutionary’’’ version of the Russellian/Gödelian “logical types hierarchy”; 
(

 ) a model for a ‘meta-fractal’, ‘contra-Cantorian’ theory of totalities, of ‘meta-finite’  arithmetics, and of the “foundations” of mathematics; 
(�� ) an arithmetic, algebra, geometry, ��  analysis built upon certain “ nnoonn-standard natural numbers” , i.e., upon the ‘Gödelian meta-natural meta-numbers’ , a space 
of nnoonn-Musean “hypernumbers” ‘of �� nd degree’, ‘made up out of’ “standard”, ‘�� st degree’ “natural numbers”, ‘instancing’ those “ nnoonn-standard models of �� st order 
Peano arithmetic” implied by the �� st-order conjunction of Gödel’s completeness ��  incompleteness theorems, as by the Löwenheim-Skolem theorem, yielding thereby 
an ‘ontologically dynamical’ , ‘de-Parmenideanized’, ‘de-idealisticized’ actualization of Plato's “ arithmetic of dialectics” , his ‘‘‘assemblages of ideaideaideaidea- «monads» or of 
«eideeideeideeide»-units’’’ -- his «arithmoi eideeideeideeidetikoi».     
 
This treatise, in addition to that of ‘ideogramic’, ‘pictogramic’, and ‘phonogramic’ symbolization, draws also upon the power of neo-mythological, allegorical, and 
mythopoeic — that is, of ‘‘‘psychohistorical’’’  — symbolization to aid in the conveyance of its most urgent messages. Thus, everything about the Foundation  is 
symbolic.  Not just the Ideographies.  Everything.  The author leaves it to the reader to decide what about the Foundation  is ‘‘‘meta-fiction’’’, versus what is real, as a 
test of the reader’s discernment.  Dialectical ideography is, he believes, a humble but potent seed. As with the several non-Euclidean geometries that arose from the 
failed attempts to prove the absoluteness of Euclid’s geometry, these nnoonn-Parmenidean, ‘contra-Boolean’, and ‘contra-Cantorian’, ‘‘‘onto -logical’’’ and ‘onto-
dynamical arithmetics’ and their algebras of dialectics may bear fruit for humanity only if germinated through the intra- and inter-personal dialogue, and dialectic, of 
assimilation, critique, refutation, and supercession. The taking to heart of the ideas “graphed”, ‘pictographically’, ‘ideographically’, and narratively 
[‘phonogramically’], herein, can produce profound transformation in the very identity of the person so taking.  Panic in response to perception of the early signs of such 
transformation by other perceivers of such transformation may elicit, from some of those perceivers, a violent reaction.  In particular, the intimations, herein, of the 
‘meta-human’ -- DDDDDDDD��  -- implications of the ‘cumulum’ of �� uman[oid] [meta-]evolution is profoundly disturbing to some. The author therefore lodges this all-persons 
Omni-Copyright statement as containing also a countervailing caveat:  he recommends that you disseminate the ideas of this document, �� �� or related ideas of your own 
discovery, with careful judgment. Give the friends of humanity a head start vis-à-vis their adversaries. The systems, of dialectical ideography glossed herein continue 
to evolve ��  to ‘‘‘ mmeettaa-evolve’’’ rapidly in our research. They burgeon beneath our feet. Dialectics should inculcate humility. “Perfection” is not a final ‘‘‘meta-state’’’ 
that can be finally manifested, but an open-ended, ‘uncompleteable’, asymptotic process, moving from greater to lesser imperfection. The author realizes that 
conceptual ‘homeomorphic defect’ is inescapable for cognizing beings such as ourselves. Even at best, one must always be partly wrong. Even at best, one cannot be 
finally, completely, ��  wholly right. One’s mental constructs cannot ever be the truth, the whole truth, ��  nothing but the truth. But one may be right enough for one's 
time, for one's moment, for one's role, ��  for one’s part; right enough to help one’s contemporaries to live through, ��  beyond, one’s time, that they thus, potentially, 

might enjoy the privilege, the pain notwithstanding, of a vital [‘life-ful’] ��  willing participation in the succeeding epoch of imperfection. 
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The work, of universal labor, that has been/is being conducted by Foundation  Encyclopedia Dialectica  
[F.E.D. for short] is, from my personal point of view, the fruition of a nearly lifelong quest that began, for me, 
consciously, some 50 years ago, in 1959, with what I now term a ‘life-script dream’. 
 
By a ‘life-script dream’, I mean a dream, occurring on the verge of adolescence, that synthesizes and distills 
one’s life-experiences up to that time, into a symbolically-expressed life-direction and life-purpose -- an 
“unusually-vivid” dream, so much so that the dream, after its first occurrence, is never thereafter forgotten. 
 
That dream has been summarized, elsewhere, as follows -- 
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What I “saw”, in that late-childhood dream, set me, ever since, on what has become an ever-after-life-long quest 
for an ‘ultra-compact’ and unified expression of the advancing totality of human knowledge/experience, both a 
method of knowledge-presentation, and of new knowledge-discovery; a quest for an ‘Equation of Everything’, 
for a unitary, ultra-enriched, ultra-condensed, but also a ‘‘‘seed’’’ symbols-formation, a mnemonically ‘re-
growable’, algorithmic, algebraic description of the total humans-known history of our cosmos, i.e., of what I at 
first called “Universal Evolution”, but later came to call ‘“ TThhee  DDiiaalleeccttiicc [note:  singular, nnoott  plural] ooff   NNaattuurree’’’ . 
 

For many years after 1959, I kept that dream, and my quest in response to that “unusually vivid dream”, to 
myself, for the most part, confiding about them only to my cclloosseesstt friends.   I did so mostly because the hopes 
for the success of my quest seemed to me to be so slim.  But the passion of that quest was, after that dream, ever 
the flaming heart of life for me. 
 

Until April of 1996, the big clues that aaperiodically punctuated my search, even though each one was thrilling 
beyond precedent in my experience up to its occurrence, were also “few and far between”.  
 

The biggest of these successively mounting clues came, first, from, my junior high school, “cold war”/Sputnik-
precipitated BSCS [Biological Sciences Curriculum Study] biology textbook, on the “levels of organization” in Nature, 
then from Nagel’s and Newman’s small but rich book Gödel’s Proof, from Chardin’s book «The Human 
Phenomenon» and from Bergson’s book Creative Evolution, in the early 1960s, and, most importantly of all, 
from Marx and Engels, by way of their The Communist Manifesto, and by way of Marx’s magisterial Preface 
to his «Zur Kritik ...», and by way of his “ Economic-Philosophic Manuscripts” , in the mid-to-late 1960s. 
 

Earlier, I had also read some science ff iiccttiioonn, and the science ff iiccttiioonn writing that etched the most profound and 
heartfelt impression in me was that of Asimov’s Foundation Trilogy [at that time, it was not yet the ‘heptalogy’ 
that it later became].  In the Foundation novels, I encountered a principle, and an ethic, of all-humanity 
solidarity and dedication -- and also of science-based, “psychohistory”-based predictive modeling of, aanndd  
sscciieennttii ff iicc  iinntteerrvveennttiioonn  oonn  bbeehhaall ff   ooff, the wweeaall of the human species as a whole -- that I thereafter searched for 
everywhere, but never found again, until I encountered it -- alas, in mystified form -- in the nonetheless also 
persecuted evolutionary writings of Teilhard de Chardin, and in realistic and practical form, in the even more 
ruling-class maligned and persecuted dialectic-science nnoonn-fiction writings of Karl Marx and Frederick Engels. 
 
 

Still, it was not until April 7, 1996, that all of these -- incremental -- discoveries and clues coalesced, for me, in 
a climactic, comprehensive convergence, one that equipped me with the new language, and the first of the new 
systems of the mathematics of dialectics, by which the simplest version of a ‘Dialectical Equation of 
Everything’, like that of my dream, could at last be written down, and by which the key new, universal 
principles, which make that symbolic expression meaningful, became clear to me in their inextricable 
interconnectedness. 
 

Since 1999, I have been communicating elements of those 1996+ discoveries, by mail, to selected authors 
whose published writings conduce to related revelations. 
 

Since 2004, we have been disseminating these new ideas, internationally, by means of free-of-charge internet 
PDF files, etc., and via two published books, in 2010 and 2012, respectively, and with more in the offing. 
 

Since 2012, the websites, blogs, and internet forum threads which address these ideas have exhibited a 
signature, in their user statistics, of recurring, mounting, exponential surges, with increasing frequency, and 
with increasing amplitude, of global viewership, of ‘‘‘visitorship’’’, of file down-loadings, etc. 
 

The book published in 2010 constitutes the first book-format introductory volume of the planned multi-volume 
treatise on these discoveries, more of whose volumes are in preparation, and advancing toward publication. 
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In brief, what “came together” in my comprehension, in 1996, was a kind of ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall [i.e., an «aauuffhheebbeenn»-
ooppeerraattiioonn-based] ‘ oonnttoollooggiiccaall   ccaatteeggoorr iieess  ccoommbbiinnaattoorr iiccss’ , crucially including what might be called a 
‘ ccoonnsseeqquueennttiiaall [i.e., a ‘ ccoonnttrraa-BBoooolleeaann’ ] ccaatteeggoorr iiaall sseell ff-ccoommbbiinnaattoorr iiccss’  -- nnoott just a ‘ hheetteerroo-combinatorics’, or 
an ‘ aall lloo-combinatorics’, of categorial variables, but also an ‘ aauuttoo-combinatorics’ of categorial variables -- a 
ccoonnsseeqquueennttiiaall form of nnoonnll iinneeaarrii ttyy for an ‘algebraical categorial logic’, in the form of an “intensional” 
[connotational], “intuitional”, HHEEUURRII SSTTII CC, ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall «cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiiccaa  uunniivveerrssaall iiss»’ [cf. Leibniz, circa 1666 
C.E.], or ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall uunniivveerrssaall   cchhaarraacctteerr-llaanngguuaaggee’  [i.e., a ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall uunniivveerrssaall   aallggeebbrraa’ ].  That is, what 
“came together” was an ideographical, algorithmic, algebraic, and nnoonn-Parmenidean version of Plato’s original 
«aarr ii tthhmmooii   eeiiddeettiikkooii» ddiiaalleeccttiiccss -- of his “ ddiissccrreettee assemblages” [«aarr ii tthhmmooii»] of «aassuummbblleettooii» [‘ uunn-addable’] 
‘ iiddeeaa-uunnii ttss’  [«eeiiddeettiikkooii»], or of ‘‘‘ nnuummbbeerrss’’’  [«aarrii tthhmmooii»] ooff ‘ ccaatteeggoorryy-uunnii ttss’ .  Plato’s «aarr ii tthhmmooii   eeiiddeettiikkooii» 
ddiiaalleeccttiiccss was, recall, the original, explicit, and ‘so-named’ version of Occidental ddiiaalleeccttiiccss [«ddiiaalleekkttiikkêê»].  
What “came together” in 1996 was also a ‘ ttrraannss-Platonian’ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aallggoorr ii tthhmm, in several ways, including by 
way of escaping the Parmenidean, “eternal” paralysis, the ‘ aadynamicity’, and the alienated-from-human-
experience reification and mystification, of Plato’s original «EEEEEEEEiiiiiiii ddddddddeeeeeeee» or «IIIIIIIIddddddddeeeeeeeeaaaaaaaa» vision. 
 

Moreover, again, uunnlike Leibniz’s vision of his original «cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiiccaa», this actualized «cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiiccaa» 
does nnoott impose, or presuppose,  any monolithic, single interpretation of “Truth”, but intrinsically leaves room 
for alternative interpretations / ‘‘‘non-standard models’’’ / Gödel-independent premises. 
 
In the algebraical symbolizations below, the overscore, ‘ ’, means that the category of the category-symbol 
that it “crowns”, although constituted iimmplicitly and connotatively by the mmuull ttiippll iiccii ttyy of the uunnii ttss of its kkiinndd, is 
treated, arithmetically, as itself constituting a single, singular, uunnii tt.

The above-described ‘new-old’, algebraic «oorrggaannoonn», or ideographical ‘‘‘tool of thought’’’, has given us a new, 
deeply-rooted, intuitive “way in”  to every domain of human knowledge of which we have at least some 
‘‘‘seed’’’, “chaotic” [Marx, «Grundrisse»] experience to build from.  We can, thereby, both rreeconstruct, 
ssyysstteemmaattiiccaall llyy as well as cchhrroonnoollooggiiccaall llyy, the ppaasstt-to-pprreesseenntt of that domain’s content, and, potentially, also 
‘preconstruct’ -- symbolically, ‘‘‘algebraically’’’, connotationally, hheeuurr iissttiiccaall llyy -- the ffuuttuurree of that domain’s 
content, though our capability to interpret the symbols of ffuuttuurree ontology, generated algorithmically by the 
method of this ‘‘‘algebra’’’, may often, given our experience to-date, be limited. 
 

So, before long, after the discoveries-surge of 1996, we had, “in hand”, in particular, four key ‘dialectical 
equations’, one reconstructing total, cosmological natural history, including the irruption of the human species, 
and three reconstructing the ‘human[oid]-social natural history’ portion within that total natural history, within 
its human species oonnttoo[logical category]. 
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Before turning to those ssppeecciific ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall [mmeettaa-]mmooddeellss’ , I will illustrate for you what we mean by 
‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall oorrddeerr’  -- by the ‘ ggeenneeric ddiiaalleeccttiicc’ , of which each [mmeettaa-]eeqquuaattiioonn  [mmeettaa-]mmooddeell is a ssppeecciial case -- 
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-- which includes an ‘extention’ of the more familiar generic dialectical triad, which can be imaged as follows -- 
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Each of these ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall [mmeettaa-]eeqquuaattiioonnss’  is written, in its simplest form, in the ‘‘‘algebra’’ of this 
‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall «cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiiccaa  uunniivveerrssaall iiss»’, this ‘ aallggeebbrraaiiccaall   ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   llooggiicc’ , or ‘ aallggeebbrraa ooff/ffoorr ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   
llooggiicc’ , that I have described above. 
 
We had soon ‘“solved for”’ the meanings of many of the new ontological category descriptions -- each one 
described, ‘‘‘symbolically’’’, in terms of new [self-]combinations of the old, already known / already ‘‘‘solved 
for’’’ category-symbols / -descriptors / -epithets / ‘meta-numerals’ -- represented by the new ‘‘‘algebraic’’’ / 
uunnknown terms generated by the ‘self-iteration’ of each such equation-model -- all the way out to many such 
‘self-iterations’ for each such equation-model.  These new, initially-uunnknown terms issued forth from, first, the 
recurring, [self-]iterated ‘‘‘self-application’’’ / ‘‘‘self-operation’’’ / ‘self-function[ing]’ / ‘‘‘s elf-reflexion’’’ / 
self-involution / self-multiplication of each equation’s ‘pprree-known’, assigned, chosen single ‘‘‘seed’’’, or “cell-
form” [Marx], ‘‘‘founding term’’’, or «aarrcchhéé».  Thereafter, after that starting point, new terms ever issue forth 
from each ‘‘‘self-operation’’’ [from each ‘‘‘squaring with itself’’’] of each subsequent, ‘self-operatively 
expanded’ ‘‘‘accumulation’’’, or ‘cumulum’, of ‘progeny terms’, ‘‘‘recursively’’’ , i.e., with each ‘old-cumulum 
self-operation-generated’ new/expanded ‘cumulum’, and with new ‘‘‘branches’’’ of ‘physio-ontology, or of 
‘ideo-ontology’, or of ‘ideo-physio-ontology’ budding forth from each older, ‘previously-budded’, ‘previously-
branched’ branch of this ‘ramifically’-burgeoning ‘meta-genealogy’. 
 
 
This first ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall aallggeebbrraaiicc llooggiicc’  evidently occupies a ‘‘‘sweet spot’’’ in the ‘‘‘space’’’ of possible basic 
arithmetics and algebras. 
 
Such basic arithmetics/algebras include the “Natural” arithmetic of the Peano “Natural” Numbers, for the 

number set, or ‘‘‘number space’’’,� ��� ºººººººº � {{11, 22, 33, ... }}, and the original BBoolean ‘‘‘logical numbers’’’ 
arithmetic of the set, or ‘‘‘space’’’, {{ 00BB

, 11BB
 }}, or, more accurately, {{  00BB//11BB

, 00BB//00BB
, 11BB//11BB

, 11BB//00BB  }}, the 
latter listing the four “coefficients” involved in Boole’s “development” algorithm for ‘“logical division(s)”’. 
 

It is, of course, widely known that later Boolean arithmetic/algebra became the logic-calculations basis, and 
model, for modern, {{ OOff ff, OOnn }}, or “binary”, “digital” computer circuitry and for its logic. 
 
All three, ‘algebras-undergirding’ arithmetics -- the ‘ aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc  ffoorr   ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   llooggiicc’  that we have described 
above, the Peano “Natural” arithmetic, and the original Boolean ‘‘‘ aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc  ffoorr   ffoorrmmaall   llooggiicc’’’  -- all 
converge, connect within, intersect within, and diverge again from, this ‘‘‘sweet spot’’’.   
 

The ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall aallggeebbrraa’ -undergirding ‘ aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc  ffoorr   ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   llooggiicc’  is an extreme, ‘‘‘diametrical’’’, 
dialectical ‘co-opposite’, or ‘joint supplementary opposite’, to both ‘‘‘Boolean arithmetic’’’ and standard 
“Natural” arithmetic.   
 
This ‘ ff ii rrsstt ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc’  is a “Non-Standard Model” of the first-order Peano-Postulates-based 
“Natural” Numbers arithmetic, forming an arithmetic of ‘unquantifiable “pure” qualifiers’, in contrast to 
“Standard Model” “Natural” arithmetic, which is an arithmetic of ‘unqualified “pure” quantifiers’.   
 

This ‘ ff ii rrsstt ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc’  is aallssoo a ‘ ccoonnttrraa-Boolean’ arithmetic, of ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall, ‘content-al’ logic, as 
opposed to Boolean, ‘“form-al”’, logic, because the axioms of this ‘ ff ii rrsstt ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc’  entail, as a 
theorem, a ssttrroonngg contrary to what Boole named “ TThhee  FFuunnddaammeennttaall   LLaaww  ooff [ ffoorr mmaall-llooggiiccaall] TThhoouugghhtt” .   
 

The axioms, and the proof of this theorem from those axioms, are given below, for the benefit of the interested 
reader.  Those not interested in that degree of deductive detail may skip over the images below, without fearing 
any major loss of comprehension in regard to the rest of the sequel, which presents this material ‘‘‘intuitively’’’. 
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This ‘ ccoonnttrraa’  to Boole’s ‘‘‘ ffuunnddaammeennttaall   eeqquuaattiioonn  ooff   hhuummaann  tthhoouugghhtt’’’  thus figures, nnoott as an aassssuummppttiioonn, i.e., 
nnoott  as a postulate/axiom, of our ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall «cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiiccaa  uunniivveerrssaall iiss»’, but, on the contrary, as a provable, 
and proven, theorem, deducible from the aaccttuuaall axioms/aassssuummppttiioonnss of this new aaxxiioommss-ssyysstteemm  ffoorr   ddiiaalleeccttiiccss. 
  
This ‘contra-Boolean’ theorem, that constitutes our ‘ FFuunnddaammeennttaall “ LLaaww” ooff DDiiaalleeccttiiccss’ , in ideograms --

so simple -- provides nothing less than a rectification of the chief defect of Ancient Mediterranean ‘ AArr ii tthhmmiissmm’ 
and ‘ MMoonnaaddiissmm’, i.e., of the principle that animated Ancient Mediterranean philosophy and science from the 
Pythagoreans, circa 		 �� ��  B.C.E., through Plato and beyond, all the way forward at least to Diophantus’s ‘proto-
ideographical’ algebra, circa �� 

 ��  C.E.  
 
That chief defect was the rraaddiiccaall   dduuaall iissmm of «aarr ii tthhmmooss» vis-a-vis «mmoonnaadd», i.e., of ‘‘‘ aasssseemmbbllaaggeess  ooff   uunnii ttss’’’  
versus ‘‘‘ iinnddiivviidduuaall   uunnii ttss’’’ , viz.: ““   EUCLID defines in the Elements, VII, 2, a number as “the mmuull ttii ttuuddee [K.S.:  

«aarr ii tthhmmooss»] made up of uunnii ttss [K.S.:  «mmoonnaadd»]” having previously (Elements, VII, 1) said that a uunnii tt is “that by virtue 
of which each of existing things is called oonnee.”  As aa  uunnii tt  iiss  nnoott  ccoommppoosseedd  ooff   uunnii ttss [K.S.:  bbuutt, oonn  tthhee  ccoonnttrraarryy, aa  uunnii tt  iiss, 

ttyyppiiccaall ll yy,  “ mmaaddee  uupp  ooff”   ssuubb-uunniittss, ee.gg., aa ‘ mmeettaa-«mmoonnaadd»’  iiss  “ mmaaddee  uupp  ooff” «mmoonnaaddss», aass  wwee  hhaavvee  sseeeenn], neither EUCLID nor ARISTOTLE 
regard a uunnii tt as a nnuummbbeerr, but rather as “the bbaassiiss [K.S.:  «aarrcchhéé»] of counting, or as the oorr iiggiinn [K.S.:  «aarrcchhéé»] of 
nnuummbbeerr.” ””  [H.-D. Ebbinghaus, et al., Numbers, Springer Verlag [NY: �� �� �� �� ], p. �� �� , bold/italic/�� �� �� �� ��  eemmpphhaasseess  aaddddeedd]. 
 
Under the spell of that radical diremption [‘¬¬¬¬¬¬¬¬ ��®®®®®®®® ’] between «aarr ii tthhmmooss» and «mmoonnaadd», only a radically 
‘statical’, ‘Parmenideanoid’, ‘early-Platonoid’ ccoossmmooss could be conceived, as an eternal ‘ mmeettaa-«aarr ii tthhmmooss» 
ccuummuulluumm’  of eternally fixed, radically distinct, ggeenneetically uunnrelated «aarr ii tthhmmooii» of «mmoonnaaddss». 
 
True, an element of [“purely”-qquuaannttii ttaattiivvee] dynamism could enter this world picture as “ ggeenneeaallooggyy”  -- as the 
begetting of new «mmoonnaaddss» by old[er] «mmoonnaaddss» of the «aarr ii tthhmmooii   aaiisstthheettooii», the sensuously-empirical “ uunnii ttss”  
-- but all and oonnllyy within a given kind, i.e., within a single, “eternal”, “eternally fixed” «ggeennooss»-«aarrii tthhmmooss», or 
«ssppeecciieess»-«aarr ii tthhmmooss»:  never as ‘mmeettaa-ggeenneeaallooggyy’ . 
 
That is, no «ggeennooss»-«aarr ii tthhmmooss» -- not even any «ssppeecciieess»-«aarr ii tthhmmooss» -- could cross its boundaries of kind, its 
ontological boundaries, to give birth to «mmoonnaaddss» of even a different, but aall rreeaaddyy  eexxiissttiinngg ootthheerr  «ggeennooss»-
«aarr ii tthhmmooss», or «ssppeecciieess»-«aarr ii tthhmmooss», LLEETT  AALLOONNEE give birth to a previously uunnprecedented, brand new 
«ggeennooss»-«aarr ii tthhmmooss», or «ssppeecciieess»-«aarrii tthhmmooss».   
 
That is, “ ggeenneeaallooggyy” , but nnoo ‘ mmeettaa-ggeenneeaallooggyy’ , was admissible for such a world picture. 
 
Thus, no ccoossmmoollooggiiccaall ‘mmeettaa-ddyynnaammiiccaall   mmeettaa-eevvoolluuttiioonn’  was even conceivable for such a drastically

constituted out of a [sub-]«aarr ii tthhmmooss» of [some of] the [former] «mmoonnaaddss» of the pprreeddeecceessssoorr «aarr ii tthhmmooss», 
denoted by , i.e., such that eeaacchh [mmeettaa-]«mmoonnaadd» of the  [mmeettaa-]«aarrii tthhmmooss» is “made up of” a 

heterogeneous multiplicity of the «mmoonnaaddss» of the  «aarr ii tthhmmooss», each  uunnii tt thus a ‘mmeettaa-«mmoonnaadd» of 

those -type uunnii ttss / «mmoonnaaddss», tells a dramatically different story. 

 
This rule can make possible the compact, ideographical description of �� omains, of uuniversess-of-discourse -- 
including of tthhee uunniivveerrssaall [wwhhoollee  ccoossmmooss] uunniivveerrssee-of-discourse, the uunniivveerrssee-of-discourse ooff  tthhee  ttoottaall   
uunniivveerrssee [aass  aa  wwhhoollee], as a ssiinnggllee, still-further-unfolding ‘ mmeettaa-ggeenneeaallooggyy’ .  
 
Such a description thus formulates a ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   tthheeoorryy  ooff   eevveerryytthhiinngg’ .  
 
But even also for subordinate �� omains, this rule makes possible the ultra-condensed, ideographical description 
of ‘ ssuubb-uunniivveerrsseess’ , causally and ‘ mmeettaa-ggeenneettiiccaall llyy’  connecting predecessor «aarr ii tthhmmooii»-kinds with their 
‘‘‘offspring’’’ new-« aarr ii tthhmmooii»-kinds -- their successor kinds -- consisting of both mmeettaa- and hhyybbrriidd 
«aarr ii tthhmmooii»-ooff-«mmoonnaaddss», to which those predecessor «aarr ii tthhmmooii»-ooff-«mmoonnaaddss»-kinds give birth, describing a 
universe-of-discourse-‘universe-al’ ‘ mmeettaa-ggeenneeaallooggyy’ ooff   oonnggooiinngg, rreeccuurrrr iinngg  oonnttoollooggiiccaall   iinnnnoovvaattiioonnss, i.e., of 
‘ oonnttoo-ddyynnaammaasseess’ , expressible / describable by / in / via a single ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   mmeettaa-eeqquuaattiioonn’ .

There have long been ‘foretellings’, in both ancient and modern philosophy and mathematics -- of such a 
‘‘‘sweet spot’’’, of a conceptual locus or zone of such ‘‘‘convergence/divergence’’’, including in rumored 
“unwritten doctrines” of Plato, regarding his «aassuummbblleettooii», «aarr ii tthhmmooii   eeiiddeettiikkooii» ddiiaalleeccttiicc, and his principle  
of the ‘‘‘ aaoorr iissttooss  ddyyaass’’’ . 
 

Three of the deepest theorems of modern, mathematical logic -- the Löwenheim-Skolem Theorem, all by itself, 
and the Gödel Completeness Theorem and Incompleteness Theorem, in their “first order logic”-level mutual 
conjunction of implications [all three theorems having been discovered in the 1930s] -- have implied -- have, in 
effect, ‘‘‘predicted’’’ -- such “ NNoonn-Standard Models” of “Natural” arithmetic.  They do so by asserting that the 
“existence” of the “Standard”, “first order” model of “Natural” arithmetic logically entails the ‘“co-existence”’ 
of  “ NNoonn-Standard Models” of “Natural” Numbers arithmetic -- i.e., of aall tteerrnnaattiivvee “Natural” arithmetics -- as 
well.  Alas, these three theorems are not “constructive” -- they do not show how to actually construct any 
ccoouunntteerr-examples [cf. the writings of Imre Lakatos] to the “Standard Model Natural arithmetic”, any eexxaammpplleess 
of such aall tteerrnnaattiivvee “Natural” numbers.  However, within the range of our research/reconnoitering to-date, we 
have found no similar anticipations, prior to our own, that -- 
 

·  any of these ‘“non-standard models of mathematics’’’ would include a “purely”-qquuaallitative arithmetic, a 
‘‘‘dialectical antithesis’’’ axioms-system to the ‘‘‘dialectical thesis’’’ axioms-system that constitutes the 
“standard model” of “Natural” numbers, as a “purely”- qquuaannttitative, arithmetic.  Or that -- 

 

·  these ‘“non-standard models’’’ would include an ‘ aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc  ooff   ddiiaalleeccttiicc’ , a generic arithmetic, capturing, 
algorithmically and ideographically, uunniivveerrssaall   ffeeaattuurreess  ooff ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   pprroocceessss, alike for natural-physical, 
human-mental, && mental/physical-combined contexts; aa  uunniivveerrssaall   mmooddeell   ooff   ddiiaalleeccttiicc.  Or that -- 

 

·  the ‘‘‘dialectical contradiction’’’ between these two arithmetics, “standard” versus this “ nnoonn-standard”, 
would lead onward to their ‘‘‘dialectical synthesis’’’, in the form of yet a new, third axioms-system of 
dialectical arithmetic, a second ‘“non-standard”’ system, this time an arithmetic with an explicitly 
‘ qquuaalloo-qquuaannttitative’, or ‘ qquuaannttoo-qquuaallitative’, arithmetic && algebra, &&, also, further onward in that 
dialectical progression of axioms-systems of dialectical arithmetic, to a systematically-ordered [self-] 
advancing cascade of new, higher, richer ‘“dialectical antithesis”’ && ‘full or partial dialectical synthesis’ 
axioms-systems of dialectical arithmetic, beyond those first three ‘‘‘first thesis’’’, ‘‘‘first [full] 
antithesis’’’, && ‘first [full] synthesis’ systems of axioms for dialectical arithmetic/algebra.  Or that \\\ \\\\ \  -- 

 

·  the ‘‘‘first antithesis’’’ system and language of dialectical arithmetic/algebra, the ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   
«cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiicc  uunniivveerrssaall iiss»’ described herein, would be capable of modeling, and of hheeuurr iissttiiccaall llyy 
guiding, the ddiissccoovveerryy/iinnvveennttiioonn, and the detailed ccoonnssttrruuccttiioonn, and the pprreesseennttaattiioonn of this entire, 
cascading, ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiicc  ooff   ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aarr ii tthhmmeettiiccss’ , including, thereby, helping to ‘pre-construct’, and to 
‘‘‘solve for’’’,  each successor axioms-system of ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc, each one forming an 
ideographical language that is more descriptively-enriched, more descriptively powerful, even more 
descriptively ‘‘‘determinate’’’ in linguistic expressive capacity, as an arithmetical/algebraic language of 
dialectic, and each one, after the “purely”-qquuaannttitative «aarrcchhéé» arithmetic, either “purely” qquuaannttitative, 
or ‘ qquuaalloo-qquuaannttitative’, in ‘numeralic’ content, and ‘alternatingly’ so.

·  this very ‘‘‘first antithesis’’’ axioms-system of ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc would constitute, identically, both a 
“ nnoonn-standard” “Natural” arithmetic, and a ‘ nnoonn-Boolean’ arithmetic for a likewise ‘‘‘ nnoonn-standard’’’, 
‘‘‘ nnoonn-formal’’’, ‘ ccoonntteennttaall’ -oonnttoollooggiiccaall   llooggiicc, undergirding aann  aallggeebbrraa  ooff   ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   llooggiicc. 

 

-- lleett  aalloonnee that all of the ‘aforelisted’ characteristics would involve aa ssiinnggllee oonnee of these ‘‘‘ nnoonn-standard 
“Natural” arithmetics’’’, namely, the single ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall «cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiiccaa  uunniivveerrssaall iiss» aarrii tthhmmeettiicc/aallggeebbrraa’  
described herein. 
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The resulting ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall iiddeeooggrraapphhyy’  is also a ‘‘‘ uunniivveerrssaall   iiddeeooggrraapphhyy’’’ , in large part because it is both 
‘‘‘ oonnttoollooggiiccaall’’’  [‘contental’], and ‘‘‘ ccaatteeggoorr iiaall’’’ . 
 

The four key ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall-aallggeebbrraaiiccaall   mmeettaa-eeqquuaattiioonnss’  which, by applying this ggeenneeric ‘ ff ii rrsstt  aannttii tthheessiiss ssyysstteemm’ 
of ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc’  to various ssppeecciific [sub-]domains of our uunniivveerrssee’ ss oonnttoollooggyy -- in particular, by 
applying it to the ‘ ssttaarr ttiinngg  ccaatteeggoorr iieess’ , ‘ uull ttiimmaattee  aanncceessttoorr   ccaatteeggoorr iieess’ , or «aarrcchhéé» ccaatteeggoorr iieess ssppeecciific to each  
of those [sub-]domains -- that had soon ggeenneerated, yielded even more insight when considered, not just 
iinnddiivviidduuaall llyy, but ttooggeetthheerr. 
 

Considering these ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   eeqquuaattiioonnss’ together, and also together with a plethora of other, less synoptic 
‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   eeqquuaattiioonnss’ , discovered concurrently with the discovery of the main four, opened, before our minds’ 
eyes, an increasing number of scales and levels of the story of the ppaasstt-to-pprreesseenntt of our «kkoossmmooss», and 
growing glimpses of its possible, and probable, ffuuttuurreess. 
 

These ssppeecciific ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   eeqquuaattiioonnss’ , as we shall formulate them herein, will all share a common, ggeenneeric,

All of these ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   mmeettaa-eeqquuaattiioonnss’  use ‘�������� �� ���� �������� ’, a variant of the central symbol of my ‘life-script dream’, 

to denote a diverse, hhiissttoorr iiccaall acccuummuullation, or ‘ ccuummuulluumm’ , of ‘co-present’ symbols for multiple, ontologically 
diverse, heterogeneous, qualitatively different categories, modeling the categorial representation / ontological 
content of each qualitatively unique, ontologically unique, ‘‘‘ hhiissttoorr iiccaall llyy-ssppeeccii ff iicc’’’  epoch, in a ggeenneeric way,

core of the most advanced possible category of �� uman-ssoocciiaall productive �� orce extant as of domain ��  eeppoocchh 66; 
as the ddeeeeppeesstt �� uman aapppprroopprr iiaattiioonn of pre-�� uman/exo-�� uman NNaattuurree, qquuaa �� uman-ssoocciiaall [re-]productive-
�� orce �� esource, possible as of �� omain ��  eeppoocchh 66.   
 
 
 
To help to afford you a feeling for this �� omain ��  ‘ ppssyycchhoohhiissttoorr iiccaall-ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall-aallggeebbrraaiiccaall   mmeettaa-mmooddeell’ , the 
two images provided below offer an overall ssppeeccii ff iiccaattiioonn for this ‘ mmeettaa-mmooddeell’ ,  and focus in upon this 
‘‘‘ ddiiaalleeccttiicc  ooff   tthhee  �� uummaann-ssoocciiaall   �� oorrcceess  ooff   pprroodduuccttiioonn’’’  ‘ mmeettaa-mmooddeell’ , for just the ff ii rrsstt  ttrr iiaadd, of the nnnnnnnn  ========  33 
version, of its ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall mmeettaa-eeqquuaattiioonn’  -- 
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The Marxian category of “ tthhee  ssoocciiaall   �� eellaattiioonnss  ooff   pprroodduuccttiioonn”  is principally an “historically-ssppeecciific” category, 
such that the predominance of a particular “social �� elationship of production” typically accrues to a particular 
‘historical ssppeecciies’ of �� uman society -- to a particular stretch of �� uman-historical time -- albeit that past-
predominant social �� elations of production are, to some degree, ccaarrrr iieedd  ffoorrwwaarrdd  iinnttoo, as well as mmooddii ffiieedd  bbyy, 
their successor ‘historical ssppeecciies’ of �� uman society.  On the other hand, the Marxian concept of “ tthhee  ssoocciiaall   
�� oorrcceess  ooff   pprroodduuccttiioonn” , although it too exhibits certain “historically-ssppeecciific” aspects, is also an ‘ hhiissttoorr iiccaall llyy  
ggeenneerr iicc’  category, spanning the entire progression of the ‘historical ssppeecciies’ of �� uman society, and associated, 
eevveenn for [critical, threshold] changes in its -- as measured -- merely qquuaannttitative level alone, with qquuaallitative 
changes in the “ ssoocciiaall   �� eellaattiioonnss  ooff   pprroodduuccttiioonn” , i.e., is marked by tthhee  bboouunnddaarr iieess  bbeettwweeeenn -- and by the  
‘mmeettaa-eevvoolluuttiioonnaarryy’ , “ ssoocciiaall   �� eellaattiioonnss  ooff   pprroodduuccttiioonn”  ‘socio-onto-ddyynnaammiiccaall’ , social-�� eevvoolluuttiioonnaarryy 
ttrraannssii ttiioonnss  ffrroomm -- one ‘historical ssppeecciies’ of �� uman society to its immediate successor ‘historical ssppeecciies’. 
 

How, then, can we construct an ‘ hhiissttoorriiccaall llyy  ggeenneerr iicc’ , ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall llyy-appropriate, [qquuaalloo-]qquuaannttitative mmeettrr iicc 
of/for the Marxian “ ssoocciiaall   �� oorrcceess  ooff   pprroodduuccttiioonn” , consistent with what Marx wrote on the matter, but 
appropriating also developments in science subsequent to Marx’s lifetime, and also given that Marx did not 
directly and definitively provide such a mmeettrr iicc, despite the centrality of such to his core theory?  
 

The most advanced ‘ qquuaalloo-qquuaannttitative’ mmeettrr iicc of the �� uman-social “�� orces of production” in use, by the 
F.E.D. Special Council of Psychohistorians, and also approved, for public dissemination, by the F.E.D. 
General Council, is the following. 
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We grasp the Marxian ‘“growth of the ssoocciiaall �� orces of production”’, not just as growth in productivity with 
respect to particular kinds of use-values, but, in its totality, as the ssuussttaaiinneedd rising ‘ sseell ff-productivity’ of 
�� umanity, as the rising ‘rate of ssoocciiaall reproduction’ of given, local �� uman ssoocciieettiieess, or, in its totality, in the 
aggregate of all contemporaneous �� uman ssoocciieettiieess on the planet, as the rising ‘ rraattee  ooff   ssoocciiaall   rreepprroodduuccttiioonn’  of 
the Terran �� uman ssppeecciies as a whole.  The �� uman productive �� orces, we hold, must be conceived, not as an 
ordinary, Newtonian “ eexxternal force”, as if acting upon �� uman ssoocciieettyy “from without”, but, on the contrary, as 
an “ iinntteerrnnaall   �� oorrccee” of �� uman ssoocciieettyy, and also as a �� uman ssoocciieettaall ‘ sseell ff-�� oorrccee’ , a ‘ sseell ff-rreeff lleexxiivvee �� oorrccee’  -- a 
�� orce ggeenneerraatteedd  bbyy, and ff rroomm  wwii tthhiinn, and from out of �� uman ssoocciieettyy itself, but also a �� orce “bending back 
upon” its source; upon itself -- aaccttiinngg  bbaacckk  uuppoonn, or aaccttiinngg  wwii tthhiinn, and thereby changing, the very �� uman 
ssoocciieettyy from out of which it arises.   
 

Marxian “productive �� orce” is ‘ sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  sseell ff-�� oorrccee’ , the self-reproductive �� orce of human society, the 
�� orce ooff  tthhee  sseell ff-aacccceelleerraattiinngg  sseell ff-eexxppaannssiioonn ooff ‘hhuummaann  ssoocciioo-mmaassss’ .  Accelerated ‘self-growth’ of ‘�� uummaann  
ssoocciioo-mmaassss’  is the ccaauussee of this �� orce, and is also its eeff ffeecctt.  ‘ HHuummaann  ssoocciioo-mmaassss’  is the iinnppuutt, and is also the 
oouuttppuutt, and is also the ‘‘‘ pprroocceessssoorr’’’  of that self-same ‘ hhuummaann  ssoocciioo-mmaassss’  whose sustained self-accelerated 
‘self-growth’ expresses, manifests, or materializes, that hhuummaann  ssoocciieettyy’s ‘ ssoocciieettaall   sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  sseell ff-�� oorrccee’ .  
 

As a ‘‘‘ rraattee ooff sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiioonn’’’ , a ‘reproductive rate’, this metric qualifies as kind of a ‘‘‘ ff ii ttnneessss’’’  metric. 
However, this metric does nnoott  measure DDaarrwwiinniiaann “fitness”, or any “fitness” ooff  iissoollaatteedd  hhuummaann  iinnddiivviidduuaallss.  It 
measures the ccooll lleeccttiivvee, hhooll iissttiicc ‘‘‘ ff ii ttnneessss’’’  of a hhuummaann  ssoocciieettyy as a whole, or of the planetary �� uman ssppeecciies 
as a totality, only within which can individual �� uman lives subsist and develop. 
 

And it does nnoott measure the ccooll lleeccttiivvee DDaarrwwiinniiaann “fitness” of the �� uman Genome aalloonnee.  It also measures the 
�� uman ssppeecciies self-reproductive fitness of ‘ tthhee  �� uummaann  PPhheennoommee’  -- indeed, it measures the co-evolving, 
conjoint fitness ooff  tthhee  iinntteeggrraatteedd ‘ �� uummaann  PPhheennoommee/�� uummaann  GGeennoommee’ ccoommpplleexx  uunnii ttyy, or ‘‘‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall 
ssyynntthheessiiss’’’ .  The contributions to �� uman ssppeecciies reproductive success of ‘ tthhee  �� uummaann  PPhheennoommee’  versus those 
of the “�� uman Genome” can only be disentangled with great difficulty, if at all.  By the latter term, ‘�� uman 
Phenome’, we mean �� uman “culture” -- that now vast ‘ ccuummuulluumm’ of exo-somatically transmitted, nnoonn-gene,  
nnoonn-chromosomal, nnoonn-Genomic “memes”, the “memes pool” of heritable acquired �� uman characteristics, of 
learnings, of the fruits of “universal labor” [Marx], that have their core in spoken �� uman language, and, later, in 
written �� uman language, but encompassing the ideas of the �� uman mind, and the feelings of the �� uman heart, 
including MMyytthhoollooggiiccaall, RReell iiggiioouuss , PPhhii lloossoopphhiiccaall, and SScciieennttii ff iicc ideas, that are by now at least as crucial as is 
the �� uman Genome to the ‘‘‘reproductive success’’’, survival, and prosperity of the �� uman ssppeecciies.  We call 
the combined fitness of the ‘�� uman Phenome/�� uman Genome’ ccoommpplleexx  uunnii ttyy ‘ MMeettaa--DDaarrwwiinniiaann  ff ii ttnneessss’.  
 

If this is what any metric of MMaarrxxiiaann “productive �� orce” must measure, then hhooww do we measure it so? 
 

TThhee  cchhaall lleennggee  iiss  tthhiiss:  our ‘productive �� orce’/‘Meta-Darwinian fitness’ metric needs two components -- one 
quantifying the contribution of ‘the �� uman Phenome’, the other quantifying the contribution of “the �� uman 
Genome”.  And both of these components need to be measured with a common unit of measure, i.e., via a 
common “dimension”. 
 

We denote, by GGtttttttt , the ‘GGenomic mass’, the aggregate mass of ll iivviinngg �� uman individuals constituting the 
population, during its time-period tttttttt  [e.g., a year], of that unit of �� uman society whose iinntteerrnnaall ‘‘‘ pprroodduuccttiivvee  
�� oorrccee’’’  -- whose ‘ ssoocciieettaall   sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  sseell ff-�� oorrccee’  -- is to be measured:  that social unit’s rreepprreesseennttaattiivvee  

�� uummaann  bbiioommaassss for period tttttttt , measured in units of grams -- “ggmm..”, or, in the 77th ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aallggeebbrraa, 
22
. 
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We denote, by PPtttttttt , the ‘PPhenomic mass’, the aggregate mass of �� uman artifacts constituting the accoutrements, 
the social infrastructure, the “property”, individually and collectively, of the ssoocciiaall   iinnddiivviidduuaallss populating that 
unit of �� uman society whose iinntteerrnnaall ‘‘‘ pprroodduuccttiivvee  �� oorrccee’’’  -- whose ‘ ssoocciieettaall   sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  sseell ff-�� oorrccee’  -- 
is to be measured; that social unit’s rreepprreesseennttaattiivvee aarr ttii ffaacctt  mmaassss for period tttttttt . We define the ‘�� uman oonnttoo-mass’ 
-- the rreepprreesseennttaattiivvee mass of the ‘�� uummaann  oonnttoology’ extant during time period tttttttt , the ppeerriioodd tttttttt         mass of the 
‘ �� uman oonnttoo’ -- to be the rreepprreesseennttaattiivvee ‘ �� uummaann SSoocciioo-mmaassss’  of period tttttttt , SStttttttt   ºººººººº   PPtttttttt   ++++++++  GGtttttttt .  We then apply the 
sseevveenntthh  ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc in our ssyysstteemmaattiicc-ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   ssyysstteemmss-pprrooggrreessssiioonn  pprreesseennttaattiioonn of our ssyysstteemmss of 
ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall aarr ii tthhmmeettiiccss to formulate this ‘ qquuaalloo-qquuaannttitative’ metric, as a function of these GGtttttttt  and PP tttttttt  “purely” 

qquuaannttitative components.  The variables GGtttttttt  and PPtttttttt  are not defined for negative values. 
 

We then measure the ‘ sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  sseell ff-mmoommeennttuumm’ of that social unit -- and, using such ‘ sseell ff-mmoommeennttaa’ , 
also measure its ‘ sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  sseell ff-�� oorrccee’  -- from the ‘ ppaasstt-sseell ff-relative’, ‘past-ppeerr iioodd-relative’ growth 
‘ sseell ff-vveellooccii ttyy’  of ‘ �� uman socio-mass’ self-expansion, as rendered in the image below.  In that image, the ‘oooooooo’ 
‘headdresses’ of certain of its symbols identify ‘ qquuaalloo-qquuaannttitative’, or, equally, ‘ qquuaannttoo-‘ qquuaallitative’, values 
[after Diophantus, «Arithmetica», circa 225500 C.E.].  We say that ppoossii ttiivvee[-signed], ‘�� uman socio-mass’ iinnccrreeaassiinngg �� uman 
societal ‘[self-re]productive sseell ff-vveellooccii ttyy’ /‘self-re]productive sseell ff-mmoommeennttuumm’ exists, for period tttttttt , whenever

In the image below, the ‘ssggnn((  ((PPtttttttt -------- 11  ++++++++  GGtttttttt -------- 11))  --------   ((PPtttttttt -------- 22  ++++++++  GGtttttttt -------- 22))  ))’ factor in the numerator rectifies the sign of 
the whole expression when either the sign of the ((  ((PPtttttttt -------- 11  ++++++++  GGtttttttt -------- 11))  --------   ((PPtttttttt -------- 22  ++++++++  GGtttttttt -------- 22))  )) denominator, or the signs 
of both the ((  ((PPtttttttt   ++++++++  GGtttttttt ))  --------   ((PPtttttttt -------- 11  ++++++++  GGtttttttt -------- 11))  )) numerator-component, and the denominator, are negative [in sign]. 
 
For the ‘�� uummaann-ssoocciieettaall   sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  sseell ff-�� oorrccee’  to exist -- indeed, for the �� uman ssppeecciies, as such, to 
exist, for long -- both PPtttttttt  and GGtttttttt  must be greater than zero.  Living representatives of the �� uman Genome, but 
stripped of all ‘Phenomic artifacts’, and so remaining, do not constitute a viable, ssuussttaaiinnaabbllee �� uman-social unit, 
and therefore do not qualify as manifesting the existence of �� uummaann-social self-reproductive �� orce.  An 
accumulation of ‘Phenomic artifacts’ alone, no matter how massive ��  how vast, if devoid of any living �� uman 
population, do not constitute a �� uman-social unit aatt  aall ll, and, likewise, qualify even less as manifesting the 
existence of �� uman-social-reproductive self-�� orce.  In either case, the value of this ‘self-�� orce’ is nnoott ‘00’, but, 
rather, takes on the ‘‘‘value’’’ ‘nnoonn-eexxiisstteenntt’, connoted by  ‘     ’.  Therefore, the factor ((PPtttttttt     ××××××××  GGtttttttt ))//((PPtttttttt     ××××××××  GGtttttttt ))  in 
the image of the productive-�� orce formula below is included.  Its value is �� , producing no impact on the overall 
value of the metric, as long as both PPtttttttt  and GGtttttttt  are greater than zero.  But if either PPtttttttt  or GGtttttttt , or both, go the 
value to ‘00’, which we call ‘empty zero’, then the value of the ‘ qquuaannttifier’ part of the whole metric becomes 
((00//00)).  Taking the ‘metrical qquuaallifiers’ into account, we have ‘full zero’ as the result for the entire expression --

The image below illustrates the construction of our metric for the Marxian, ‘‘‘social [re-]productive �� orce’’’ --  
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A ggeenneeric rendering of the ssyysstteemmaattiicc  ddiiaalleeccttiicc of dynamics-measuring formulas out of which the core of the 
metric imaged above emerges -- a pprreesseennttaattiioonnaall   ddiiaalleeccttiicc that we have just concluded for the ssppeecciific case of 
our developing dynamics-metric for ‘social-reproductive self-�� orce’ -- is portrayed in the following image -- 
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When, in our sseevveenntthh  ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc/aallggeebbrraa, a ‘‘‘ qquuaannttii ff iieerr’’’  value of ‘empty zero’, 00, multiplies the 
‘mmeettrr iiccaall   qquuaall ii ff iieerr’  in one of its ‘ qquuaalloo-qquuaannttii ttaattiivvee’  arithmetical/algebraic expressions, the result is 

axiomatically, but also intuitively, held to be what we call ‘full zero’, which we denote by  --   ‘   ’   --  a nneeww  
kkiinndd of arithmetical value, which first takes ffuull ll shape in this sseevveenntthh  ssyysstteemm  ooff  ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aarr ii tthhmmeettiicc.   This 
‘full zero’ value, in the axioms-system of this sseevveenntthh  ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aarrii tthhmmeettiicc, stands for ‘ nnoo  lloonnggeerr  eexxiissttss’ , i.e., 
for the qquuaallitative, oonnttoollooggiiccaall ‘‘‘ nnoonn-eexxiisstteennccee’’’  of the entity measured by the formula when that formula 
takes on this value, signifying, in the formula of the image above, as in the logic of our argument, above, that 
�� uummaann-ssoocciiaall   pprroodduuccttiivvee �� orce can exist only while bbootthh PPtttttttt  ��  GGtttttttt  maintain above-zero values, PPtttttttt  >>>>>>>>  00  <<<<<<<< GGtttttttt .  
Of course, this productive �� orce metric can mmoommeennttaanneeoouussllyy  aanndd  ttrraannssiieennttllyy pass through the ‘full zero’ value, 
whenever the vveellooccii ttyy  ooff   ssoocciiaall   rreepprroodduuccttiioonn crosses over, from negative to positive values, or from positive to 
negative values, momentarily ‘ ddeemanifesting’ this �� orce [e.g., during famines, economic depressions, wars, genocides, etc.].  But  

GGtttttttt  ========  00  and/or PPtttttttt  ========  00  means llaassttiinngg ‘ ddeemanifestation’ of this �� orce for the social locus so-measured.  For

Each of these four, ‘DDiivveerrssii ttyy    ========    FF((UUnnii ttyy))’-form[atted] ‘‘‘ eeqquuaattiioonnss’’’ , is actually an ‘‘‘eeqquuaattiioonn ooff  
eeqquuaattiioonnss’ , i.e., an ‘‘‘ eeqquuaattiioonn of sseeccoonndd degree’’’, a ‘ mmeettaa-eeqquuaattiioonn’ .   Each is a ‘ mmeettaa-eeqquuaattiioonn’  unit because 
each is made up out of a [qualitatively, ontologically] heterogeneous multiplicity of ‘‘‘ mmeerree  eeqquuaattiioonn’’’  units --  
a qquuaallitatively different eeqquuaattiioonn-unit for each qquuaannttitatively different value of its specific version of the epoch

‘mmeettaa-eeqquuaattiioonn’  ffoorr domain xx is also a ‘ mmeettaa-mmooddeell’  ooff domain xx, i.e., is a ‘mmooddeell ooff mmooddeellss’ , a ‘‘‘ mmooddeell of 
sseeccoonndd degree’’’, such ‘ mmeettaa-mmooddeellss’  being made up out of a heterogeneous multiplicity of ‘‘‘historically-
«ssppeeccii»-fic’’’, ‘epoch-«ssppeeccii»-fic’ mmeerree  mmooddeellss, thus mmooddeellss of only ‘‘‘ ff ii rrsstt degree”, bridged together by the 
‘‘‘meta-eevvolutionary’’’, ‘ontologically rreevvolutionary’ temporal, historical bboouunnddaarr iieess, and by the historic 
ttrraannssii ttiioonnss, bbeettwweeeenn//ffrroomm one epoch, aanndd//ttoo its successor epoch.

formed the ‘ ppssyycchhoohhiissttoorr iiccaall   mmaatteerr iiaall ccoonntteenntt’  of each given ‘�� uman-social kind’ category came into 
existence, rreellaattiivvee to that of the other ‘�� uman-social kind’ categories modeled, all in accordance with our 
principle of ‘ cchhrroonnoo-eemmppiirr iicciissmm’.  That is, such ‘mmeettaa-mmooddeell’  fulfill ‘ tthhee  cchhrroonnoo-eemmppiirr iiccaall   iimmppeerraattiivvee’  of 
reproducing, symbolically, the actual, historical ‘‘‘ oorrddeerr  ooff   aappppeeaarraannccee’’’  [cf. Chardin] of once-new ‘�� uman 
social ontology’, i.e., producing their symbols in empirically-accurate cchhrroonnoollooggiiccaall, ‘ ddiiaacchhrroonniicc  ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   
oorrddeerr’ .   Further, such ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   mmeettaa-eeqquuaattiioonn  mmeettaa-mmooddeellss’, formulated in the same ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall

individuals living within that «KKaappii ttaallss»-system, as microcosmic parts of that «KKaappii ttaallss»-system -- presentor 
and presentee(s) alike.  However, in the case of category-symbol ��� ���� � �������� KKKK, whose ‘KK’ subscript epithet stands for

This category thus points to a humanity self-organized, predominantly, via a new ‘socio-econo-ontology’, via a 
‘‘‘new social relationship of production’’’, bbeeyyoonndd [but still «aauuffhheebbeenn»-ccoonnttaaiinniinngg] the ‘«KKaappii ttaall»-relation’, 
and one thus bbeeyyoonndd the pprreesseenntt eexxplicit experience of presentor and presentee(s) alike, though some of them 
may have witnessed/experienced, iimmplicitly, if often typically also uunnwittingly, the “sprouts”, the “transitional 
forms”, the ‘protoic’, ‘“embryonic forms”’, the ‘‘‘seed-forms’’’ or ‘‘‘cell-forms’’’, of tthhiiss  ffuuttuurree [cf. Marx, Capital, 

Vol. II II II , Part VV, Chapter XXXXVVII II .] -- forms already extant in the pprreesseenntt, synchronic historical moment of the still-
continuing self-reproduction of the «KKaappii ttaallss»-system, but often discernible as such only via deep scientific 
insight.  [E.g., per Marx, the worker-owned/worker-managed producer-cooperatives/“cooperative factories” 
exemplify such a ‘‘‘seed-form’’’.  To our eyes, these “co-ops” foreshadow the soon to be recognized HHuummaann  
RRiigghhtt, && eeccoonnoommiicc-ddeemmooccrraattiicc  iinnssttii ttuuttiioonn/ssoocciiaall   pprrooppeerrttyy  rreellaattiioonn-ooff-pprroodduuccttiioonn, of ‘CCii tt iizzeenn  SStteewwaarrddsshhiipp  
�� qquuii ttyy’, whatever may be the name under which it finally becomes known, to ffuuttuurree  hhiissttoorryy].  
 

In the «Grundrisse», Marx put the matter -- from his mmeetthhooddoollooggiiccaall point of view, including with respect to 
his mmeetthhoodd  ooff   pprreesseennttaattiioonn of the content that was later to become «DDaass  KKaappii ttaall» -- in this way:   
 

“ ...our mmeetthhoodd indicates the points where hhiissttoorr iiccaall investigation must enter in, or where bourgeois economy as a merely 
hhiissttoorr iiccaall form of the production process ppooiinnttss  bbeeyyoonndd  ii ttsseell ff   ttoo  eeaarr ll iieerr hhiissttoorr iiccaall modes of production.  In order to 
develop the laws of bourgeois economy, therefore, it is nnoott necessary to write the real hhiissttoorryy of tthhee  rreellaattiioonnss  ooff  
pprroodduuccttiioonn.” 
 

“But the correct observation and deduction of these laws, aass  hhaavviinngg  tthheemmsseellvveess  bbeeccoommee  iinn  hhiissttoorryy, always leads to 
primary equations -- like the empirical numbers e.g. in natural science -- which ppooiinntt  ttoowwaarrddss  aa  ppaasstt lying bbeehhiinndd  
[KS:  i.e., located both “bbeeffoorree”, and internalized presently “wwii tthhiinn”] this system.” 
 

“These iinnddiiccaattiioonnss [Andeutung], together with a correct grasp of the pprreesseenntt, then also offer the key to the understanding 
of the ppaasstt -- a work in its own right which, it is hoped, we shall be able to undertake as well [KS:  alas, Marx did not live to do so].” 
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“This correct view likewise leads at the same time to points at which the ssuussppeennssiioonn [KS:  i.e., at which the ‘«aauuffhheebbeenn»-
iinngg’ ] of the pprreesseenntt form of pprroodduuccttiioonn  rreellaattiioonnss gives signs of its bbeeccoommiinngg -- ffoorreesshhaaddoowwiinnggss  ooff  tthhee  ffuuttuurree.” 
“Just as, on one side the pprree-bboouurrggeeooiiss  pphhaasseess appear as merely hhiissttoorr iiccaall, i.e. ssuussppeennddeedd [KS:  i.e., as ‘«aauuffhheebbeenn»-aatteedd’ ] 
pre-suppositions, so do the ccoonntteemmppoorraarryy conditions of production likewise appear as engaged in ssuussppeennddiinngg themselves

That ccrr ii ttiiqquuee categorially ttrraannsscceennddss  ccaappii ttaall iissmm  
ii ttsseell ff, and sends the presenter’s, and presentee(’s’), attentions into the inward, anticipatory direction of all that is 
as-yet-‘ uunn-experienced’, to the nnoott-yyeett-eemmppiirr iiccaall ‘ aaff tteerr-side’ of the «KKaappii ttaallss»-system, thus aiding the 
inferentially-rigorous ‘‘‘ pprree-iimmaaggiinnaattiioonn’’’  of that ‘ aaff tteerr-side’ [see Marx, Capital, vol. II , Part II II II , Chapter VVII II ., Sec. 11., definition of 

human labor], by presenter and presentee(s) alike, vviiaa ii ttss eemmppiirr iiccaall llyy pprreesseenntt “ sspprroouuttss” . 
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The category ��� ���� � �������� KKKK thus also connotes, and ‘pre-constructs’, symbolically/linguistically, i.e., ‘pre-says’, or 

‘“pre-dicts”’, a ffuuttuurree human-social process of the human construction of aa  hhiigghheerr  ffoorrmm  ooff  hhuummaann  ssoocciieettyy, 
founded upon a hhiigghheerr  pprriinncciippllee than that of capital-profitability aatt  aannyy  hhuummaann//ssoocciiaall   ccoosstt, albeit a hhiigghheerr  
pprr iinncciippllee  that still «aauuffhheebbeenn»-“ ccoonnttaaiinnss” and ‘‘‘ «aauuffhheebbeenn»-ccoonnssttrraaiinnss’’’   tthhee  ccaappii ttaall   pprr iinncciippllee; presages the 
‘ sseell ff-ccoonnvveerrssiioonn’  of pprreesseenntt, ccaappii ttaall-cceenntteerreedd  ssoocciieettyy into aa  nneeww, hhiigghheerr  ssoocciiaall   ssttaattee  aanndd  ffoorrmm, based  
upon a nneeww, hhiigghheerr  ssoocciiaall   rreellaattiioonn  ooff   pprroodduuccttiioonn vis-à-vis “ tthhee  ccaappii ttaall-rreellaattiioonn”  [Marx].   
 

We envision this ffuuttuurree human-social process/movement as a societal ‘ mmeettaaff iinnii ttee  ssiinngguullaarr ii ttyy’ , a ‘social 
relations-[of-production] � eevvoolluuttiioonn’ , self-propelling human society beyond its pprreesseenntt, ‘«KKaappii ttaall»-ist’ 
stage/form; an immanent, internal, ‘socio-ontologically revolutionary’, nneeww  hhuummaann-ssoocciiaall-oonnttoollooggyy-ccrreeaattiinngg, 
ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall, i.e., «aauuffhheebbeenn», ‘‘‘ iinntteerrnnaall-ooppppoossii ttiioonn  //  sseell ff-ooppppoossii ttiioonn’’’  and [“ ddeetteerrmmiinnaattee” , nnoott “aabbssttrr aacctt”, 
i.e., nnoott aabbooll ii tt iioonniisstt] ‘‘‘ SSEELLFF-nneeggaattiioonn’’’ , and pprraaccttiiccaall   ccrr ii ttiiqquuee, of the objective contents of the «KKaappii ttaallss» 
category.  This «aauuffhheebbeenn» ‘‘‘ sseell ff-nneeggaattiioonn’’’  of «KKaappii ttaall(ss)» connotes, e.g., the rising-up, within ttoottaall   ccaappii ttaall, 
of “variable ccaappii ttaall”  [Marx], ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall llyy  sseell ff-nneeggaattiinngg’ , or ‘ sseell ff-«aauuffhheebbeenn» sseell ff-nneeggaattiinngg’ , both itself aass  
ccaappii ttaall, and the rest of ttoottaall   ccaappii ttaall   aass  ccaappii ttaall, including “constant ccaappii ttaall”  [Marx], including “fixed ccaappii ttaall” , 
thus ffrreeeeiinngg all of these forms of ccaappii ttaall from their [former] determinations/limitations «qquuaa» ccaappii ttaall. 
 

Recorded formulations by Marx which resonate with the interpretations stated above include the following --

that this core capitalist operation of “ eexxpprroopprriiaattiioonn” , applied, not only in the initial process of the 
“ pprr iimmii ttiivvee  aaccccuummuullaattiioonn”  of capital, but also all along, ever since, immanently, e.g., bbyy [e.g., larger] 
«KKaappii ttaallss» themselves, ttoo [e.g., other, smaller] «KKaappii ttaallss» themselves, and applied, by all those «KKaappii ttaallss», 
as a whole, to the working class, in regard to the eexxpprroopprr iiaattiioonn  ooff   tthhee  wwoorrkkeerrss’   ssuurrpplluuss  llaabboorr, would, in the 
end, come ‘round to apply to «KKaappii ttaall» itself, aass  aa  wwhhoollee; would come to be applied bbyy «KKaappii ttaall» as a 
whole [i.e., including “variable ccaappii ttaall” ], ttoo «KKaappii ttaall» as a whole, culminating in an ‘ eexxpprroopprriiaattiioonn  [a 
ddeetteerrmmiinnaattee  sseell ff-nneeggaattiioonn]  ooff   ccaappii ttaall iisstt  eexxpprroopprr iiaattiioonn  ii ttsseell ff’ , in which “ TThhee  eexxpprroopprr iiaattoorrss  aarree  
eexxpprroopprr iiaatteedd.” [Marx] -- “in the former case, we had the expropriation of the mass of the people by a few 
usurpers; in the latter, we have the expropriation of a few usurpers by the mass of the people” [Marx]. 

·  Marx’s formulation, in the «Grundrisse», of the ultimate “ sseell ff-ddeessttrruuccttiioonn”  of the «KKaappii ttaall(ss)»-system, i.e., 
tthhee  ddeessttrruuccttiioonn  OOFF  tthhee «KKaappii ttaall(ss)»-ssyysstteemm, BBYY  tthhee «KKaappii ttaall(ss)»-ssyysstteemm  ii ttsseell ff, owing to the essential 
tendency of that system to continually increase the ‘ sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  �� oorrccee’  of humanity, and to explode 
any barriers that it encounters to such increase, iinncclluuddiinngg  II TTSSEELLFF  oonnccee  ii tt  bbeeccoommeess  ssuucchh  aa  bbaarrrr iieerr, thus 
“bursting asunder” the capital-�� elation itself, the capital social �� elation of production itself, as predominant 
‘determinor’/determinant/determination of mmooddeerrnn human society, once the capital-�� elation itself becomes 
the primary remaining fetter upon / barrier to, the further ‘qualo-quantitative’ growth of the human �� orces of 
production, to the growth of the ‘ sseell ff-rreepprroodduuccttiivvee  sseell ff-�� oorrccee’  of human society, that is, to the growth of the 
‘ sseell ff-pprroodduuccttiivvii ttyy’ ooff   hhuummaannii ttyy/of human ‘socio-mass’ as the prime metric of human species’ ‘‘‘fitness’’’ in 
the ‘mmeettaa-DDaarrwwiinniiaann’  sense:  “Capital has pushed beyond national boundaries and prejudices, beyond the 
deification of nature and the inherited, self-sufficient satisfaction of existing needs confined within well-defined 
bounds, and the reproduction of the traditional way of life.  It is ddeessttrruuccttiivvee of all this, and permanently revolutionary,  
tteeaarr iinngg  ddoowwnn  aall ll   oobbssttaacclleess  tthhaatt  iimmppeeddee  tthhee  ddeevveellooppmmeenntt  ooff  pprroodduuccttiivvee  ffoorrcceess, the expansion of needs, the diversity of 
production and the exploitation and exchange of natural and intellectual forces.  But because capital sets up any such 
boundary as a limitation and is thus ideally over and beyond it, it does not in any way follow that it has really 
surmounted it, and since any such limitation contradicts its vocation, capitalist production moves in contradictions 
which are constantly overcome, only to be, again, constantly re-established.  Still more so.  The universality towards 
which it is perpetually driving ff iinnddss  ll iimmiittaattiioonnss  iinn  ii ttss  oowwnn  nnaattuurree, which at a certain stage of its development will 
make it appear as itself the greatest barrier to this tendency, leading thus to its own sseell ff-ddeessttrruuccttiioonn.”

The following image summarizes this progress from prehistory [Marx], to human history proper, as we see it -- 
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Question:  How might one construct another “purely”-qualitative, “purely-ontological”, ‘‘‘simple’’’ ‘ ccaatteeggoorr iiaall   
pprrooggrreessssiioonn  ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall-mmaatthheemmaattiiccaall   mmeettaa-mmooddeell’  of the [table of] contents of Marx’s «Das Kapital», using 
the very same ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall «cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiiccaa  uunniivveerrssaall iiss» aallggeebbrraa’  that was used above, bbuutt  tthhiiss  ttiimmee  aallssoo  aa  
‘mmeettaa-mmooddeell’   eennccoommppaassssiinngg  mmoorree of the ‘‘‘value-form(s)’’’/‘‘‘forms of exchange-value’’’/‘‘‘circulation-
forms’’’ content of that treatise?   
 

Our Response:  Such a construction requires a ‘‘‘deeper’’’ «aarrcchhéé» category, or ssttaarr ttiinngg category, than the 
category of “CCommodities”, ��� ���� � CC.  That deeper «aarrcchhéé» category might be ��� ���� � EE, connoting the category that Marx 
named “The EElementary or Accidental Form of Value” [Capital, Volume II , Part II , Chapter II ., Section 33. AA.].  To construct a 
model encompassing also the direct «pprroodduukkttiioonnsspprroocceessss» categorial content of Capital, requires an «aarrcchhéé» 
category situated ‘‘‘deeper’’’ still in the historical layering within mmooddeerrnn social objects, i.e., within mmooddeerrnn 
objective repositories of capital-value.  That deeper «aarrcchhéé» category might be ��� ���� � UU, connoting the Marxian 
category of “UUse-Value” [Capital, Volume II , Part II , Chapter II ., Section 11.], the “UUse-Value” hhiissttoorr iiccaall aanndd ssyysstteemmaattiicc ccoorree of 
the Value of mmooddeerrnn, ccoonntteemmppoorr aarr yy,, ccaappii ttaall iisstt, ‘‘‘pric ééd’’’ CCoommmmooddii ttyy[-CCaappii ttaall].  Each mmooddeerrnn ccoommmmooddii ttyy 
constitutes/is constituted by/as, a ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall uunnii ttyy, harboring the ‘dynamizing iinnttrraa-dduuaall ii ttyy’  of --  

‘Use-Value 

  Exchange-Value’.  Marx may have ruled out using “Use-Value” directly as the explicit 
‘‘‘deepest’’’ «aarrcchhéé» category for/of his treatise on ccaappii ttaall iissmm, because that treatise was to be limited to an 
iimmmmaanneenntt  ccrr ii ttiiqquuee of classical, use-value-eliding, “political economy”.  Thus, the scope of Marx’s treatise was 
to coincide with that of the capitalist-ideology-compromised science of classical bourgeois political economy, 
eexxcceepptt for special boundary topics, where bourgeois society immanently “ ppooiinnttss  bbeeyyoonndd  ii ttsseell ff” , to a potential 
future state of society, to a future-historical mode of production.  Shedding that self-imposed constraint of 
Marx’s theorization in Capital, one might go ‘‘‘deeper’’’ still for an «aarrcchhéé» category, all the way down to the 
pre-human/extra-human NNaattuurr ee uull ttiimmaattee  ccoorree  ccoonntteenntt of every human product, of every “UUse-Value”, of every 
ccoonntteemmppoorraarryy ccoommmmooddii ttyy.  We denote that ultimate «aarrcchhéé» category by ��� ���� � AA, connoting direct AAppropriations, 
by humans, in raw/unrefined form, of NNaattuurr ee’s ‘exo-human’ ‘product[ion]s’; of the products of ‘‘‘extra-human 
NNaattuurr ee’’’, which, in the synchronic, systematic, contemporary, capitalist context, means the “raw materials” 
mining industries [e.g., gold], ‘‘‘industrialized [‘«KKaappii ttaall»-ized’] agriculture’’’, && other “extractive industries”. 
 

These 		  ‘deeper «aarrcchhéé»’ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall-mmaatthheemmaattiiccaall   mmeettaa-mmooddeellss of «Das Kapital» can be summed-up as:

We fervently hope that your 
perusal of, and your gleanings from, the foregoing discourse, will afford you at least some share of these 
insights, to the extent that you have not already arrived at their like, independently, by way of different ways -- 
so valuable are these insights, to our lights.  We locate our work as a recent increment to the long-advancing 
�� uman legacy of advances in the symbolic tools, ��  ‘extent-tions’, of �� uman thought.  As the first work on the 
first ‘ ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   aallggeebbrraaiicc  llooggiicc’ , on the first ‘ aallggeebbrraa  ooff   ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   llooggiicc’ , and as the inaugurating chapter of 
‘ tthhee  mmaatthheemmaattiiccss  ooff   ddiiaalleeccttiiccss’ , this work immanently critiques, and ‘‘‘ aannttii tthheettiiccaall llyy’’’  and ‘‘‘ ssyynntthheettiiccaall llyy’’’  
ssuupppplleemmeennttss, a grand historical progression of landmarks in �� uman cognitive advance.  These signal advances 
in “universal labor” [Marx] range from the Pythagoreans’ circa 550000 BCE ttaabbllee  ooff   ccaatteeggoorr iiaall   ooppppoossii tteess, to the 
circa 447755 BCE surviving fragments from Heraclitus, to Zeno’s circa 443300 BCE method of pprrooooff  bbyy  
ccoonnttrraaddiiccttiioonn, and to the Socratean circa 440000 BCE «eelleenncchhuuss» dialogic method, to Plato’s circa 334488 BCE 
ddiiaalleeccttiiccaall   ddiiaalloogguueess, and to his, largely lost, «aarrii tthhmmooii   eeiiddeettiikkooii» ddooccttrr iinnee  ooff   ddiiaalleeccttiiccss, to Aristotle’s circa 
332222 BCE Organon, including the Categories and the Topics, to Diophantus’s circa 225500 CE ‘proto-algebraic’ 
text, the «Arithmetica», to Leibniz’s 11666666++++++++ CE Dissertation On The Art of Combinations, and his logic and 
«cchhaarraacctteerr iissttiiccaa  uunniivveerrssaall iiss» ms., to Newton’s circa 11666666 CE “ mmeetthhoodd  ooff   ff lluuxxiioonnss”  ms., and his 11668877 CE

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The ‘‘‘ cchhrroonnoollooggiiccaall’’’  listing above may seem to involve ttwwoo radically-separate, and also radically-disparate, 
mutually-contending historical threads of ‘ideo-meta-genealogy’, or of ‘ideo-meta-lineage’, within the ‘ �� uman 
Phenome’.  We see in it, on the contrary, a recurring, continuing, ‘ tthheessiiss/ccoonnttrraa-tthheessiiss’  hhiissttoorr iiccaall   ddiiaalloogguuee 
within a ssiinnggllee thread of legacy, a ssiinnggllee, alternating ‘ideo-meta-lineage’, but one wwii tthh  ccoouunntteerrppooiinntt:  ggll iimmppsseess 
of «ddiiaalleekkttiikkêê», vviiss-aa-vviiss «ddiiaannooiiaa»; ggll iimmppsseess of «vveerrnnuunnfftt», vviiss-aa-vviiss «vveerrssttaanndd» -- ggll iimmppsseess of a «vveerrnnuunnfftt» 
and of a «ddiiaalleekkttiikkêê» that cannot be, fully, founded, and grounded, we hold, until �� umanity ‘self-transitions’ to 
the successor system of ccaappii ttaall iissmm.             
 
It is our hope, and our intent, that our addition to this legacy will do its part in catalyzing the greater advances 
that are still to come.
